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SCOPE:

To provide management and access to special events channels for planned events.
PROCESS:
Field users will submit an ICS 202 FCSE when requesting radio channel for special events 30 days prior to the event.


The receiver shall complete an ICS 213RR for approval IAW the resource request policy (SOG 02052013). 
From the objectives and size of the event, DES will work with the requesting agency to complete a 205 and 205a.  A combined 205 shall also be developed if multiple events are planned at the same time.  Upon approval, a copy of the 205 shall be forwarded to the requesting agency for inclusion in their IAP.
EMA will incorporate the IAP and communication plan into the daily situation brief for 
PEMA and will upload the documents into webEOC for regional situational awareness.  In addition, the IAP shall be shared among communication center and EMA staff for situational awareness purposes.  The IAP shall not be distributed outside DES, except as previously detailed, unless authorized by the Director or Assistant Director.
Requests shall be granted if at all possible and assignment of channels will be based on need, size of the event, and ability to manage the communications.  Use of channels may be shared between events as needed.  
The complete IAP will be retained with the resource request per SOG 02052013.
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
