Institute.

Downtown Chambersburg, Inc.  $5,250.00 Bike & Pedestrian Improvement Plan.

MACWEell $36,330.00 Trail development along Johnston Run in the
Borough of Mercersburg.

Renfrew Museum & Park $47,300.00 Restoration of the Royer Limestone Kiln.

Washington Township $36,467.00 Trails and interpretive signs for Monterey Pass
Battlefield.

Waynesboro Theater $25,000.00 Improvement of the theater’s facade.

The Conservation Fund $91,855.00 3" and final allocation to preserve approximately

1,100 acres of forested mountain land in Greene
Township known as the Eagle Rock tract.
