Pistol Permits: Authority – Title18 §6107, §6109

Sheriff Anthony knows many of you personally and understands the respect and appreciation this County has for law and order and supports the exercising of a lawful citizen’s right to bear arms; thus, we are continuing to accept and issue licenses to carry.
