June 19, 2018 – Chambersburg, PA – The USDA Pennsylvania Farmers Market Nutrition Program 
provides low-income seniors with a way to purchase fresh fruits and vegetables from participating local 
farmers. Income-qualified* Franklin County citizens who are at least 60 years old can receive $20 in 
vouchers to be redeemed for local produce. The food vouchers may be picked up at the Area Agency on 
Aging Office and will be distributed on a first come-first serve basis until funds are expended.
